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EDITORIAL

DEAR COLLEAGUES!

In your hands you have the new issue of the jour-
nal «Nature Conservation Research». It is devoted to
the study of rare plants and animals, whose numbers
on Earth had reduced so, that they are threatened with
extinction. What threat will be for humanity, if one of
the little-known species of insects or small frog will
disappear? All of them are units in a mechanism (in
Nature). And each of them has a special role, which is
(sometimes) unknown to us. Extinction of any species
can disrupt the work of the whole mechanism. Each
species has unique gene pool, formed as a result of
the natural selection during the species’ evolution. All
species have the potential value for humans, because
it is impossible to predict what species may become
eventually useful or even indispensable for human.

Already for a long time people are concerned by
destiny of rare animal species. However, this problem
began to clearly sound only at early twentieth century
- after the publication of series of books devoted to
the analysis of the causes of the impoverishment of
the Earth fauna. In recent years the problems of con-

servation and restoration of rare species populations
have significantly aggravated. And they require join-
ing efforts of the world’s scientific and conservation
community. Activity of the International Union for
Conservation of Nature (IUCN), established in 1948,
is aimed on achieving this goal.

In Russian Federation, programmes and events
aimed on the conservation of rare and endangered
species are developed and they being successfully
realised. Due to conservation science and scientific
approach in establishment of Protected Areas Net-
work, in Russia it managed to preserve and restore
the abundance of sable, sea otter, European beaver,
Asian beaver, European red deer, Caucasian red deer.
Populations of Amur tiger, Amur leopard, snow leop-
ard, polar bear, Russian desman, European bison
and other species have been saved of extinction and
these were saved to the present days. Currently, pro-
grammes of return to wild nature of Przewalski horse
and Persian leopard are realised. You may find this
and much more on the pages of this issue.
